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Most of the activities in The Standby Book include, to some degree, a listening/
speaking and vocabulary expansion component. Accordingly, this index only
mentions these areas of work when they are quite prominent in any given
activity. Similarly, because virtually all the activities are usable at intermediate
level and many are usable at advanced level too, it is only usability at beginner

level that is indexed below.
